Course Overview

The goal of this course is to familiarize students with the structures, functions, and processes of American government.  We begin with the premise that politics matters. We focus on the intersection of politics and public policy, emphasizing the role of the government has on the daily lives of every American. In doing so, we will explore the philosophical and historical roots of American politics, the three branches of government, and various political institutions like the media and political parties. By the end of the course, students should have the skills, knowledge, and motivation necessary to be engaged citizens in the American polity. 
By the end of the course, you should be able to:

· Explain how government and politics impacts your daily life;

· Recognize and evaluate the basic debates and issues in American government and American political history;

· Explain and critically assess the formal and informal political institutions, and their respective roles, in American politics;
· Identify and describe the key functions of the three branches of government;
· Assess the causes and consequences of different forms of political participation, and outline the ways in which individuals and groups can affect political outcomes in the United States; 
· Explain how public policy is made; and 

· Assess the impact of public policy on the daily lives of American citizens.
